Curiosity

Little ones, with their heightened senses, see everything. They are constantly picking at little pieces 
of lint or tape that adults don’t even notice. Use this to your advantage by providing activities that 
appeal to their senses and their desire to pick and poke.

A.3.a. Sits and uses hands A.3.b. Uses thumb and index finger to pick up, squeeze, or pokePlace several strips of masking tape on a table top, a tray, or the floor. Encourage little ones to remove the tape. As they work, they will be developing fine motor skills in their hands and fingers. Safety Note: Supervise closely to ensure that pieces of tape don’t end up in a 
baby’s mouth. Discard all tape when the fun is over.

For normal growth and development, babies need to learn right from birth that they can cause 

good things to happen on a predictable basis.

When babies make verbal sounds or sounds with toys, they love to hear the sounds repeated back. 
This repetition validates the sounds they make. All sounds are part of language and the more 
sounds babies make, the greater their auditory discrimination.
